3.5 Offer up cable shroud if required to protect surface cables, extra cable shroud
can be ordered if required

3.6 Fix cable shroud to wall using 2 screws

3.7 Cut and dress MAINS IN cables to bottom terminals (L SUPPLY / N SUPPLY)
which are covered by black cover.

3.8 Connect LOAD to top terminals as Marked (L LOAD /N LOAD)

3.9 Refit cover to FUSE SWITCH
